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Top Tips for Reading with your Child

Set aside some thme-Find somewhere quiet without any distractions - turn off the
TV/radio/computer.

Aslk your child to choose a book-Sharing books they have chosen shows you care what they
think and that thelr opinion matters. This menans they are more Likely to engage with the
book.

Stt close together- Bncourage Your child to hold the book themselves and/or turn the pages.
Polnt to the pictures -If there are tlustrations, relate them to something your child knows.
Asle them to deseribe the chavacters or situation or what will happen next. Encourtige them
to tell you the story by looking at the pictures.

Encourage Your child to talk about the book-Talking about the characters and thelr
dilemumas helps children understand relatlonships and s an excellent way for you to get
to know each other or discuss diffieult lssues. Give Your child plenty of thme to respond.
Ask them what will happen next, how a character might be feeling or how the book wakes
thewn feel.

And LastLg, above all - make it fun! It doesn't matter how you vead with a child, as long as
You both enjoy the thme together. Don't be afraid to use funny volces - chiloren Love this!

We encournge You to vead these storles more thaw once to tnspire your child to joln bn with
ey phrases and develop their story telling skills. These books will be changed on a
