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Summmer term, the EYFS team will be supporting the children with thelr transition tnto
year 1, veady for September. This will involve the childven taking part in wmore formal
lessons, story times in the Yyear 1 classrooms and meeting thelr new class teacher. i you
would Like any information regarding the new framework, please speak to Your child’s
class teacher.

preparation for Septendber.

Structure of the day:

During Term 5, the day will consist of an hour-long session of phonics, where children
will continume to consolidate their learning survounding segmenting ano blending. The
children will continue reading stmple texts and use what they have vead to complete and

wrlte smeLc sentences.

The chilodren will thew take part in Literacy and Maths lessons. This will include a guided
carpet session, adult led activity and thew an opportunity to complete activities
independently. This term the chiloven will focus on addition and subtraction.

The focus for Literacy this term will be surrounding non-fictlon and fiction texts. We
will be looking at writing descriptive sentences using adjectives and conjunctions and

vetelling familiar stories.
n the afternoons the children will continue their child-led topic sessions.

Also, this term, we are Looking forward to our class assemblies: Letters about dates,

costumes and Lines will follow.

In the afternoon sesstons, the children will thew have the opportunity to engage tn child-
initiated play and provision. This will be tailored to our curvent topics. Child initiated is a
brilliant opportunity for the children to master any skills taught and challenge
themselves further in thelr learning. Please could all children bring wellies into school so
they are able to explove the outdloor area and experience different weather types.
