Discuss how the chapter needs to be read aloud. How might Ruskin speak? Model and echo this.

Where do the pauses need to be? How would it be read for meaning?

Annotate/ text mark to give instructions for how it should be read aloud.

LO To discuss words and phrases that capture the readers interest and imagination,

Vocab check- casting- different meanings of the word.

Speedy read unfamiliar words- knobbly, cobbled, turrets. Define.
	Choral read chapter 1

LO To summarise from more than one paragraph.
What do we know about 
Ruskin? How would we describe his character? What type of person is he- how do we know? Children make notes on this, teacher to add to working wall- words to describe character and text that proves this.

Retrieval of facts about his appearance to label the image.
	Partner/performance read chapter 1

LO To retrieve key information to support visualisation.

Read the extract and identify key information which helps to visualise what Ruskin looks like. Draw Ruskin based on the description in the text.

	LO To retrieve and record information from non-fiction.
Comprehension activity from Vocab Ninja- pre teach or consolidation of non core understanding.

	Modelled read chapter 2
Extract given- page 8- “And you want to play the hero?”- page10- “you can’t possibly play the hero. People will laugh at you.’

Discuss how the extract needs to be read aloud. How might Ruskin and his parents speak? Model and echo this.

Where do the pauses need to be? How would it be read for meaning?

Annotate/ text mark to give instructions for how it should be read aloud.

	Echo read chapter 2 extract.
Speedy reading

how could we break them down to read them?

LO To infer feelings from their actions, justifying with evidence.
How does Ruskin’s mum feel about him being the hero in the play? Children to highlight evidence to support answering the question.

How does she feel? How do we know that?

Modelled answering of a question- add to the working wall.
	Choral read chapter 2 extract

Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

LO To infer feelings from their actions, justifying with evidence.

How does Ruskin feel about being the hero?
How do we know? 

Shared write to answer the question using evidence from the text.
	Partner/ performance read chapter 2 extract.

Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

LO To infer feelings from their actions, justifying with evidence.

How does Winston feel about Ruskin being the hero?

Highlight key information in the text and what this tells us about how Winston feels. 
Pupils write their own response.

Teacher be Mr Lace and class reply or split class in half to read and respond.

Vocab check – glorious, pastime, buttonhole, frustration, triumphantly, insignificant,  add any others children identify.

Teacher model how to answer the question.
	Choral read chapter 7 extract

Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

LO To infer feelings from their actions, justifying with evidence.

Why do the class laugh when Ruskin is stood next to the dragon? Use evidence from the text to support your answer.
	Partner/ performance read chapter 7.

Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

How do you think Ruskin feels after he’s told to sit down? Why?

Moves slowly and sadly, what does that tell the reader?

Identify the use of short sentences together that create suspense. How might these be read aloud?

Recall key information to clarify understanding of the chapter.

What did Corky see when his torch beam cut through the darkness? 
What was it eating?
Why did no one hear Corky’s shouts for help?
How did Corky get his limp?

Corky is brave.

What evidence is there to support this? Pupils highlight information to retrieve to support to answer this question. Answer together.

Pupils identify key words/vocabulary- vicious, bustle, labyrinth, 
	Speedy reading

Echo read chapter 47 extract.

LO To infer characters thoughts and motives from their actions. 
What has Ruskin done? Why has he done it? What is the motive?
	Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

Choral read extract from chapter 47.

LO To infer characters thoughts and motives from their actions. 

How has Ruskin changed? Use evidence from the text to prove your thoughts.
	Speedy read any words as identified from other readings aloud- include CEW/ HFW here too.

Complete reading Krindlekrax.

Collect pupil responses about the story and characters.

	Week 8
	Poetry Focus

The Sound Collector
	LO To listen to and discuss a range of Poetry.

Retrieve other poems familiar to the children from poetry week or previous years- y1/2

Model read The Sound Collector
Discuss how the extract needs to be read aloud. Model and echo this.

Where do the pauses need to be? How would it be read for meaning?

Annotate/ text mark to give instructions for how it should be read aloud

Pupils identify key words/vocabulary
	Echo read the poem

LO To visualise words in a poem.

Echo read the poem and discuss.

Read the poem aloud and make a list together of some of the things heard. Can children begin to draw the stranger from the text and what he had collected in his bag? What type of bag do you think it was?

	Choral read the poem

LO To prepare poems to perform, show understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action.

Discuss- is the sound collector acting positively or negatively- why do you think that?

Why are all the sounds being collected?

Children work in small groups to practice reading the poem aloud ready to perform. Think about the intonation, tone, volume and actions that could be added. Use notes and annotations from discussions on Monday.
	Partner/performance read the poem.

LO To prepare poems to perform, show understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action.

Pupils practice and then perform to other groups/ whole class as appropriate.
	Reading for pleasure time- teachers to have time to listen to pupils read in this time.
