Chapter 1
	Chapter 1
Introduce children to the names- Birdman, Gracie, Daniel, Gweal Hill, Cormorant, Rushy Bay
Use map in the front of the book to identify these places.

Modelled read chapter 1.

Discuss how the chapter needs to be read aloud. What feeling do the words create for the reader?

When we read it aloud, where do the pauses need to be? How would it be read for meaning?

Annotate/ text mark to give instructions for how it should be read aloud.

	Echo read chapter 1.

LO To discuss words and phrases that capture the readers interest and imagination,

Identify words and phrases that capture the interest of the children as readers.
Vocabulary check- suggested words- 

Fleet, bulwarks, wheelbarrow, keeled, serenely, preening, how are these words used in the text, what must they be to do with?
Which other words and phrases stand out for the children- use of alliteration.

	Choral read chapter 1

LO To discuss the meanings of words and phrases.

Reread vocab identified the previous day. Forbid vs bid- how are they used? I bid you good day? I forbid you to go to Rushy Bay.
What does sail mean? How can the word have suffixes added to give different meanings?
In- un- dis- mis- what meaning do these give as prefixes? Negative/ not
Can the prefixes be spotted in the extract? Are there any root words that could have the prefix identified added to them?
	Partner/performance read chapter 1

LO To retrieve key information to support visualisation.

Visualisation- what happened at each of the places? Use a copy of the map of the island to locate the places mentioned and children draw what happened there- the swans at Gweal Hill, Popplestone Bay to windy, beach opposite Tresco- too much happening there. Rushy Bay- forbidden.

Discuss questions- What do you think was the main reason why the children were warned to keep away from Rushy Bay?

What do you think about the Birdman? What type of character is he? Can you be sure about him yet?

Model written responses using the children’s ideas and add to the working wall.

Read the poem aloud together. Read the powerpoint slides with words missing to aid the learning of the poem by heart. In pairs children read the poem to learn it by heart- ready to perform.

Children work in small groups to practice reading the poem aloud ready to perform. Think about the intonation, tone, volume and actions that could be added. Use notes and annotations from discussions on Monday.
