Individual readers, new reading records and expectations of home reading.
	Farmer Duck- children are new to Guided Reading- develop the model of reading- modelled, echo, choral, independent over the week.
Skill to be developed: Retrieval of key information.
Teacher read whole text Monday- modelled read.
LO: To know how to draw on prior learning to make connections. 
Through discussion, children link learning about farming in Y1 and what they know to this text.
Tuesday – echo read- sight word reading check/ teach there, once, was, who, field, brought, answered, through.  pages 1 to ..and that was the plan.
LO: To know how to join in with echo reading.
Wednesday- choral read- speedy word key words as needed- choral read together. 
LO: To know how to retrieve key information.
Model (I do) using the text from page 1 to answer retrieval questions. Find the word, highlight/circle the word, copy it correctly to answer the question. (text typed out so that words can be highlighted). Discuss what each question is asking- who- we need a person/character answer, how, where etc Who did the duck live with? How is the farmer described?  Where was the farmer?
Page 2- (we do) answer basic retrieval questions finding and copying the answer together.
Thursday- independent read in pairs RWInc style, speedy read words to warm up as needed. LA group with teacher for further echo/ choral read.
LO: To know how to retrieve key information.
Recall modelled and shared retrieval day before. Children retrieve   independently from pages 1-and that was the plan.
Friday- performance/ independent read.
LO: To know how to retrieve key information. 
Independent retrieval, up to the end of the part selected for re- reading.
	Reading Week B
To know how to retrieve information from the text.
 
Focus activity this week –adult led one day- independent the next- building on retrieval skill of finding the answer, highlight and copy correctly. What is the question asking you to find? A person, place, adjective?
Children could use a different extract from Farmer Duck or from other familiar stories.

Other activities could include.
HFW/CEW speedy reading activity.
Finding given words in text- match and highlight.

USE of RWInc activities to further develop phonics and word reading.

	I want my Hat Back- Jon Klassen
Skill to be developed: 
Monday modelled read of the whole text by the teacher focus on prosody, intonation and expression.
LO: To know how to retrieve information from the text.
Retrieval of retrieval skills. What do we know about this text? Discuss who and where questions after reading.
Tuesday echo read- speedy words- gone, haven’t, around, anyway, steal, stole, climb. Discuss steal and stole- what do we know about the word meanings?
LO: To know how to sequence key events.
Identify the key events shown. Discuss the story together and what happens- sequence the images together.
Wednesday choral read- speedy words recap.
LO: To know what inference is. 
Look at an image of the rabbit in the hat and the bear in the hat talking to the squirrel. What do we know about the hat? It belonged to the bear, the rabbit stole it/ found it and wore it, the bear got it back. Read the accompanying text together. What does this tell us about where the rabbit is? What can we infer from the words used by the bear? Model writing an answer and then pupils complete independently.
Thursday- independent read- children have a copy of the text 
LO: To know how to answer inference questions using retrieval skills.
Read the following statements with the pupils.
The bear is angry at the beginning.
The bear is kind. 
What do children think about these statements? How can we use our retrieval and inference skills to help us answer them?
Read the first page again- how is it read? What does the bear say? How can we infer he is angry?
How can we infer the bear is kind? He lifts the tortoise to the top of the rock. Model finding the information and using it in the written answer. Highlight text as needed to show which piece of information is useful.
Friday- independent reading-
LO: To know how to answer inference questions using retrieval skills.
Children given extracts from the text/ text typed out only- no images, apply retrieval and inference skills.
Page with the rabbit talking to the bear- words only- How do we know the rabbit has stolen the hat? Who has never seen a hat? How do we know?
