	Wednesday- Friday
Individual readers, new reading records and expectations of home reading.
	Week A Chapter 1
Skill to be developed: LO: To know how to identify main ideas from more than 1 paragraph and summarise these. 
Monday- modelled read by the teacher- read introductions of each character to the children and chapter 1.
LO: To identify words and phrases that catch their attention.
Some suggestions-Imagination, innocent, scientist, unimpressed, wailing, shenanigans. Discuss words, meanings in context and add to reading display/ WW.
Tuesday- echo read chapter 1 (not the character introductions). 
LO: To retrieve information to support inferences.
Children have a copy of the text, words only. Read the statement. Omar is clumsy. How does the reader know Omar is clumsy. Find evidence in the text and highlight it in one colour. Discuss the evidence found and model putting it into an answer to prove he was clumsy. 
Wednesday- choral read chapter 1.
LO: To retrieve information to support inferences made.
Omar is annoying.
What evidence do we have to prove he is annoying? Highlight the information in the text that supports this statement. Work together to put the information into an answer.
Thursday- partner reading. Read chapter 1 with intonation and expression.
LO: To know how to identify main ideas from more than 1 paragraph and summarise these.
Children are given key words that could be used to describe Omar- funny, clumsy, annoying, lovable, how can they summarise using text if these are true or not? What evidence do they have to support the inferences? Children use same method of highlighting the text to support each answer and put it into their own words.
Friday-independent read of chapter 1.
LO: To know how to identify main ideas from more than 1 paragraph and summarise these.
What other words could be used to describe Omar? What evidence is there that these would be suitable descriptions?


	Reading Week B
LO: To know how to retrieve information from texts to support inferences.
 Focus activity this week: consolidate skills from the previous week- using texts to retrieve key information to support inferences and summary.

Pre reading for other non-core subjects- focus on retrieval of key information and summary of knowledge given in a text.
 Other activities could include. 
HFW/CEW speedy reading activity. 
Finding given words in text- match and highlight. 
 
Use of RWInc activities to further develop phonics and word reading for those who need it.
	Week A Chapter 2
Skill to be developed: To understand the meaning of words in context.
Monday- teacher model read chapter 2. 
LO: To identify words and phrases that catch their attention.
Convenient, moulded, dream job, dreamt.
Discuss words and phrases and what else we learn about Omar and how it may differ to what we thought of him in chapter 1.

Tuesday- echo read pages 14-17.
LO: To understand the meaning of words in context.
Focus on extract page 14. What would this look like? What does it tell us about how Omar was feeling? Is it a good choice of words? Why?  Discuss, annotate the extract and model how a question like this might be answered. What do you think ‘..and some of them were sneaking up and squeezing my heart.’ means?

Wednesday- choral read pages 14-17.
LO: To understand the meaning of words in context.
What does second skin tell the reader about his pyjamas? See page 15.

Thursday- partner read p14-17.
Teacher read the rest of the chapter aloud- model reading once again. 
LO: To understand how words are used in context.
Focus on text on page 20. What does this tell us about the neighbour? Why might she behave in that way? What evidence do we have from chapter 1 and 2 about why she may have acted in that way? Collect evidence and list together.
Friday- independent read pages 14-17.

LO: To understand the meaning of words in context.
Page 20- what does this description tell the reader about the character? How have the words been chosen?
Pupils respond independently.

LO: To use evidence from text to summarise the thoughts and feelings of characters. 
In chapter 8 we meet the neighbour Mrs Rogers again. What else do we find out about her? What evidence do we have? Add more thoughts backed up by evidence to the working wall.
