What happens in the story?

Speedy read CEW/HFW-

LO: To sequence key story events.
Echo read extract from the text. Extract typed out for children to read along with.

What happens at the start of the text?
The lady complains.
Asks for help.
The old man tells her to take in her pigs.
The house is still a squash and a squeeze.

Do this as a whole class and add to the reading display.
	Speedy read – key words from the text or CEW/HFW as needed.

Choral read the extract from the text. P1-10

LO To retrieve information from the text.

Discuss how the old lady is feeling now and how her voice may have changed as she speaks with greater urgency to the old man.

Why does the old lady grumble and grouse? Retrieve the meaning of these words. Why is she now full of frolics and fiddle-dee -dees?

Recall why she has changed her mind without anything really changing at all.

Identify the text as a rhyming text by Julia Donaldson- which other texts by Julia Donaldson do they recall?
	Speedy read key words from the text as needed to support with echo reading of the text.

Speedy read CEW/HFW- 
All, by, on, her, and, a, not, in, my, 
LO: To sequence key story events.
Echo read extract from the text.

Sequence key events from the story.

Do this as a whole class and add to the reading display.
