Look at the front cover 

LO To read books that are structured in different ways for a range of purposes.
Prediction discussion before reading- 
Look at the front cover of the book- what clues are there to what it is about? Children annotate the image and state what they know and what they think they know.

Read blurb modelled-
Children identify words they are unfamiliar with – define- unexplained, ‘go bump in the night’ evidence, mysteries, disappearances

What extra information does this give to the reader? Would you want to read this book? Why/why not?

Model Read information about Big foot- has anyone heard of Big foot before?
Discuss and annotate the page together- what do they notice about the genre and how the information is presented?
	Echo read Bigfoot- scary, hairy creatures

LO To discuss words and phrases that capture the readers interest and imagination,

Identify words and phrases that capture the interest of the children as readers.
Vocabulary check- suggested words- Cryptozoology, crouching, strode, vast, sasquatch, immensely, blood curdling, unspeakable, prowling, yowling, blurry, primitive,

Which other words and phrases stand out for the children?

Model read the text with the children. Children to draw the image of the sea serpent being described.

Look at how the information is set out- how does it make you feel as the reader? What do you like/dislike?

	Poetry
	LO To listen to and discuss a range of Poetry.

Retrieve other poems familiar to the children from poetry week or previous years- and The Tiger’s Tale from last term. Can anyone recall it and recite it still?

Introduce the new poem
Discuss how the extract needs to be read aloud. Model and echo this.

Where do the pauses need to be? How would it be read for meaning?

Annotate/ text mark to give instructions for how it should be read aloud

Pupils identify key words/vocabulary to discuss- words not heard of before, 
	Echo read the poem

LO To visualise words in a poem.

Echo read the poem and discuss.

Read the poem aloud and identify what happens in each verse/ stanza of the poem.

What happens in each verse- children to draw little sketches to show/ annotate. Discuss the chronology of events in the poem.

	Choral read the poem

LO To prepare poems to perform, show understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action.

Read the poem aloud together. Read the powerpoint slides with words missing to aid the learning of the poem by heart. In pairs children read the poem to learn it by heart- ready to perform.

Children work in small groups to practice reading the poem aloud ready to perform. Think about the intonation, tone, volume and actions that could be added. Use notes and annotations from discussions on Monday.
	Partner/performance read the poem.

LO To prepare poems to perform, show understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action.

Pupils practice and then perform to other groups/ whole class as appropriate.
	Reading for pleasure time- teachers to have time to listen to pupils read in this time.
