This term, the children will be taking part in
daily Read, Write ine Spelling sessions. These sessions will support Your chilol with
learning spelling rules and applying them in thelr writing in a fun, engaging way.
Please encourage Your child to apply their spelling rules bn thelr writing. it is buportant
that as they are progressing through Year 2, they are aware of how to spell words corvectly
rather thaw focusing on writing words phonetically. This is where learning their common
exception words becomes Lmportant.

Tlwes tables will be learnt and tested throughout the term. They will need to be able to
