Year 3 Sports Trip – Boston United

I am pleased to inform you that Year 3 will be visiting Boston United Football Club on Tuesday 
23rd June 2026.  The children will be taking part in a football training session and then be taken on 
a Tour of the new Stadium. This is such an exciting experience for the children. 
 
The bus will be leaving school at 9:45am, please ensure that your child arrives at school for the 
normal time. The children will be returning to school before the end of the school day, so normal 
home time arrangements can go ahead. 
 
Please send your child with a packed lunch and an extra drink. If your child has a hot lunch booked 
for that day, it will automatically be substituted for a packed lunch. Normal school packed lunch 
rules apply so no fizzy drinks or sweets which will be confiscated.  Please send your child to 
school in their outdoor PE kit, they do not need their uniform for this day.  
 
If your child requires travel sickness medication for the return journey, please hand the medication 
to the class teacher on the morning of the trip. The medication should be in a sealed envelope 
containing the original full packaging and information leaflet, clearly marked with your child’s name 
and your written authority and instructions for its use.  
 
The cost of this trip is £2.00. All activities are being funded by the Sports and PE fund; however, 
we do ask for a contribution to the price of the coach. 
 
Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we can only raise the cost of the trip by 
voluntary contribution, however, the trip can only go ahead if the level of support is sufficient. I 
would therefore ask that your contribution and permission is given via the School App Parenthub 
as soon as possible.  Go to ‘schools’ (bottom right of the app), then click on child’s name, then 
‘view slips’.  Please note as a school we do have the right to withdraw any trip from a pupil who is 
breaching the school behaviour policy prior to the day of the trip.
