Reception Trip to Westgate Woods             
 
On Friday 7th November, as part of our Autumn topic, we will be going on a woodland walk around Westgate 
Woods.

Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we can only raise the cost of the trip by voluntary 
contribution, however, the trip can only go ahead if the level of support is sufficient.   To cover the cost of the 
coach, the cost per child is £2.20. 
Please log on to our Parenthub App and give permission for your child to go on this trip/make payment.  Please 
also indicate if you are available as a parent helper for the Trip.
