                                Friday 4th April 2025 
Year 4 Trip to Walsingham Abbey       

 
On Tuesday 24th June 2025, Year 4 are going on a trip to Walsingham Abbey in Norfolk. The garden 
and grounds surrounding Walsingham Abbey are famous for the spectacular ruins of the mediaeval 
Priory and are a place of pilgrimage. 

 
The coach will leave school at 8.00am and will not wait for latecomers so we would ask that children 
are at school by 7.50am. We will return to school at approximately 4.15pm. If anything changes, 
you will be notified on the School APP (Parenthub). 

 
Please send your child in normal school uniform, sturdy footwear and with a waterproof coat. If 
your child has a hot lunch booked for that day it will automatically be substituted for a packed lunch. 
Normal school packed lunch rules apply so no fizzy drinks or sweets which will be confiscated.  
 
If your child requires travel sickness medication for the return journey, please hand the medication 
to the class teacher on the morning of the trip. The medication should be in a sealed envelope 
containing the full packaging and information leaflet, clearly marked with your child’s name and 
your written authority and instructions for its use.  
 
The cost of the trip will be £10.60.  Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we 
can only raise the cost of the trip by voluntary contribution, however, the trip will only go ahead 
if sufficient funds are received as we are no longer able to run trips which incur a loss. Please log 
on to the School app (Parenthub) to make payment and give permission. Please also answer the 
question asking if you are available on the day as a Parent/Carer helper.
