The children will have the opportunity to visit some newborn animals, look 
at and sit on some farm machinery, take a look at the crops growing in the Willoughby 
gardens, take a walk through the farm fields, plant their own seeds to take home and 
lots more. Lunch will be provided for the children which will consist of a hotdog, 
vegetable sticks and a cookie.  A vegetarian option is available if required, 
please select which option your child would like on the permission slip.
