Year 5 Sports Trip to Tallington Lakes 
 
I am pleased to inform you that Year 5 will be visiting Tallington Lakes on Tuesday 
17th June 2025. The children will be taking part in the following activities; climbing, team 
building and tobogganing. This is such an exciting experience for the children.  
 
The bus will be leaving school at 8:45am and will not wait for latecomers so please ensure 
that your child is at school by 8.30am. We will be returning to school at approximately 
3.30pm. If anything changes, we will update via the school APP Parenthub. 
 
Your child will need to bring a packed lunch with them which they will eat at Tallington Lakes. 
Normal packed lunch rules apply so no sweets or fizzy drinks which will be confiscated. 
Please ensure your child has plenty to drink. If you have ordered a hot meal from Willoughby 
Foods, it will automatically be substituted for a packed lunch.  
 
Your child will need to wear trainers and have their arms and legs covered for this activity, 
regardless of the weather conditions on the day. A tracksuit is ideal. They will also need a 
waterproof coat and a pair of gloves. Please send some spare clothes to come back to 
school in as the children may get wet. Please send a sun hat and sun cream or apply a long 
lasting sun cream. Please ensure that your child is not wearing any jewellery when taking 
part in their activities. 
 
The cost of this trip is £5.40. All activities are being funded by the Sports and PE fund, 
however we will need contributions to the price of the coach and the trip will only go 
ahead if sufficient funds are received. Please log on to the School App (Parenthub) to 
make payment and give permission, click on ‘schools’ (bottom right), then click on your 
child’s name, then ‘view slips’.  Please also answer the question asking if you are available 
on the day as a Parent/Carer helper. 
 
If your child requires travel sickness medication for the return journey, please hand the 
medication to the class teacher on the morning of the trip. The medication should be in a 
sealed envelope containing the original full packaging and information leaflet, clearly marked 
with your child’s name and your written authority and instructions for its use.
