Year 3 Trip to Yorkshire Wildlife Park 
 
On Thursday 1st May, Year 3 will be going to the Yorkshire Wildlife Park! The children will have the opportunity 
to have a tour of some of the park, participate in some enrichment activities surrounding the animals. This 
visit will link in with our learning in Geography about rainforests and Science when we learn more about 
different animals and their natural habitats. The children will be leaving school at 8.15am so please ensure 
that your child is at school for 8.00am as the bus will not wait for latecomers.  The bus should be back at 
school around 4.00pm but updates will be posted on Parenthub throughout the day. 
 
Please send your child in normal school uniform, sturdy footwear and a waterproof coat.  Please send your 
child with a packed lunch.  If your child has a hot lunch booked for that day it will automatically be substituted 
with a packed lunch. 
 
If your child requires travel sickness medication for the return journey, please hand the medication to the 
class teacher on the morning of the trip. The medication should be in a sealed envelope containing the full 
packaging and information leaflet, clearly marked with your child’s name and your written authority and 
instructions for its use.  
 
The cost of the trip will be £17.10.  Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we can only 
raise the cost of the trip by voluntary contribution, however, the trip will only go ahead if sufficient funds 
are received as we are no longer able to run trips which incur a loss. Please log on to the School app 
(Parenthub) to make payment and give permission. Please also answer the question asking if you are 
available on the day as a Parent/Carer helper.  The deadline for making payments/giving permissions is Friday 
25th April 2025.
