Dear Parents and Carers,  
 
Our Year 2 children will be going to Lincoln Arts Centre on Friday 15th November to watch a performance 
of ‘Room on the Broom’.  Jump on board the broom with the witch and her cat in Tall Stories’ fun-filled 
adaptation of Room on the Broom, the best-selling picture book by Julia Donaldson and Axel Scheffler.  
This is a really exciting opportunity for the children to experience. The children will be leaving school at 
9.00am so please ensure that your child is at school for 8:45am.  We are expecting the children to be 
back in School just after lunch but updates will be posted on the School App (Parenthub) during the day. 
 
If your child has a hot lunch booked for that day it will automatically be substituted for a packed lunch. 
Normal school packed lunch rules apply so no fizzy drinks or sweets which will be confiscated.   If your 
child requires travel sickness tablets for the journey please hand them to a member of staff, clearly 
named, along with the full packaging and information leaflet, and your written authority and instructions 
for their use. If your child requires an inhaler for asthma, please ensure this is in school on the day.  
 
The cost of the trip will be £16.50. 
 
Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we can only raise the cost of the trip 
by voluntary contribution, however, the trip can only go ahead if the level of support is sufficient. 
I would therefore ask that your contribution and permission for your child to go is given via the School 
App (Parenthub), please go to ‘Schools’ (bottom right of the app), then click on your child’s name in the 
middle of the screen, then click on ‘view response slips’.  
 
The school reserves the right to prevent a child taking part in an educational visit due to inappropriate 
behaviour as outlined in our Behaviour Policy. Please note that parents will not necessarily receive a 
refund if the costs can’t be recovered by the school.
