our learning this term tnvolves going back tn thme - to the eva of the Anclent GreeRs. n History,
we will explore the long-lasting legacies Left by this ancient civilisation, which tnclude the
Olywmples, entertainment such as theatre and storytelling, democracy and even the langunge we
use today. our sclence focus ts Living Things and thelr Habitats, in which the children will learn
about the fascinating Life cycles of plants and animals.

Spellings will be given out on Friday and tested the following Friday. we advise children use
a Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check approach as set out on the spelling sheet. Other ways to help
childven learn bnclude chanting the letters, finoding words within words, and clreling the letter
combinations they find tricky. This makes the learning more exciting and memorable.

Reading at home (s vital for children, as this helps them practise the skills they learn in
sehool. Research shows childven who vead for 20 minutes a day, see, or hear 1,8 million words
per year ~ those who don't are missing this number of words! Please sign your child’s Reading
Record whenever they read as this helps us monitor their aptitude and progress. Please
encourage them tn this and ask them questions about what they have read. We are finding
that children can say the words in thelr books but when asiked a question about the text, they
are unnble to answer, which shows they are not making sense of the information.
