Year 2 – Trip to Burghley House    
 
I am pleased to inform you that Year 2 will be visiting Burghley House on Thursday 11th June 2026.  
As part of our learning in science, we have been learning about different plants and how they 
survive. At Burghley House we will be taking part in a plants workshop to further enhance this 
learning. In art we will be looking at drawing techniques, and we have the opportunity to sketch the 
beautiful gardens, in addition we will be taking part in the clay workshop. We will also explore the 
gardens and the adventure playground. 
 
The bus will be leaving school at 8:45am and will not wait for latecomers so please ensure that 
your child is at school by 8.30am. We will be returning to school at approximately 3.00pm. If 
anything changes, we will update via the school APP. 
 
Please send your child with a packed lunch with an extra drink. If your child has a hot lunch booked 
for that day, it will automatically be substituted for a packed lunch. Normal school packed lunch 
rules apply so no fizzy drinks or sweets.   
 
If your child requires travel sickness medication for the return journey, please hand the medication 
to the class teacher on the morning of the trip. The medication should be in a sealed envelope 
containing the original full packaging and information leaflet, clearly marked with your child’s name 
and your written authority and instructions for its use.  
 
The cost of this trip is £13.50.  Under the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 we 
can only raise the cost of the trip by voluntary contribution, however, the trip can only go 
ahead if the level of support is sufficient as we are unable to run trips which incur a loss.
